The reading of a major piece of French literature will be required during the second semester.  Current topical themes will be used to improve vocabulary and oral expression and grammatical structures will be reviewed periodically.  This is a rigorous course which affords the student the opportunity of taking the AP French Language Test, if so desired. This is an approved EEP course. This course, taught entirely in Spanish, is designed to further students’ progress in the development of the four language skills, while deepening their insight into Hispanic culture through the exposure to works representing many literary genres.  Short stories, poems, songs and a play in its entirety will be read so that students will gain greater insight into the structure of Spanish writing, and lay the foundation for discussion of style and literary analysis.  An intense grammatical review will be undertaken emphasizing the idiomatic use of the Spanish language.  Students will be required to prepare oral presentations and write on a weekly basis.  This is a rigorous course which affords the student the opportunity of taking the AP Spanish Language Test, if so desired. This is an approved EEP course.
